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Abstract

This study dealt with the issue of the legal system for electronic negotiable
instruments in Syrian law, compared to Jordanian law, Egyptian law, and
the laws of Uncitral in particular. The legal rules that can be applied to these
new instruments, in their old form, and derived from the rules for paper-
based negotiable instruments, after being adapted electronically, have been
studied, in addition to the laws that have been established for electronic
transactions. This study was based on an accepted hypothesis that without
legal protection this institution will not achieve success in the electronic
world as it has achieved in the paper world. The nature of the research
required that it be in two chapters, the first for the general provisions of
electronic negotiable instruments, and the second for the special provisions
for these negotiable instruments. This study concluded with a set of results
and recommendations, the most important of which is that the traditional
legal rules related to traditional negotiable instruments (the rules of
exchange law) cannot be applied as they are to electronic negotiable
instruments. These bonds are created, negotiated, and all exchange
operations are conducted on them - in whole or in part - through electronic
communication channels, whether they are closed or open networks. It is
one of the electronically developed payment methods that have its own
privacy, which requires that this be taken into account in the legal rules that
apply to it. Given the specificity of the topic and its importance at the
present time, it has been relied on several scientific approaches that
integrate with each other in order to enrich the topic of research and try to

become familiar with all its aspects, facts, details and latest developments.
