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In the second chapter of this study, we talked about the applications of the
semi-presidential parliamentary system in the comparative countries, and
since this system is tempting because it is a medicine to get out of the disease
of the crisis of instability, and to escape from the negative aspects of the
presidential and parliamentary system, it was natural that many demanded it
to apply it in France and Syria. We divided this chapter into two main topics.
In the first topic, we dealt with the semi-presidential system on the French
and Syrian style. France is one of the first countries to adopt the arrangements
of the semi-presidential system, and it has a long experience in this system,
as its features were clearly embodied in the 1958 Constitution of France.
During the reign of General "De Gaulle", and with him, the era of the so-
called Fifth Republic began, and this constitution is still in force with some
amendments. As for Syria, it passed through several stages that produced
various political systems, until the permanent constitution of 1973, which
formed the first building block of the regime. Semi-presidential in Syria, and
after that the effective constitution of 2012, which in turn strengthened this
system to the present time. The second topic: the researcher touched on the
constitutional mechanisms for building a semi-presidential system in the
future Syria. The constitutional arrangements should reflect it: 1. Finding a
constructive relationship between the different constitutional branches (the
president, the prime minister, and the parliament). 2. Finding a restricted
authority, according to the principle of authority restricting authority. 3.
Effective constitutional mechanisms in times of emergency. 4. The necessity
of having constitutional mechanisms to resolve disputes, in addition to
proposing to make some constitutional amendments in Syria in line with
those principles. As for (second): the structure of the Syrian political system
between a stalemate and a solution. In this demand, the researcher addressed
the constitutional process sponsored by the United Nations to come up with
a political solution to the Syrian crisis, through a statement of the
constitutional committee’s reference to discuss the Syrian constitution, and
the legal nature of that committee. Finally, the researcher touched on To the
semi-presidential (mixed) system as an option for Syria's future, by stating its
advantages and disadvantages on the political reality in Syria, especially in
light of the circumstances and changes that the country is going through.
Then, in the end, a conclusion was presented in which general results were
presented on most aspects of the study and recommendations were made
regarding them. The recommendations focused on finding effective and
stable constitutional texts for a semi-presidential system that suits the future
stage in Syria.

Its applicability with the Syrian
constitution, in order to answer the problem of the study represented in
determining which of the parliamentary systems is best suited to govern Syria
in the future in light of the crisis it is going through. Research on the subject
of the study is “the semi-presidential system”, and accordingly, the first
chapter has been divided into two sections.
