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Abstract

The peculiarity of military life, its penal system, the categories of people who
are being prosecuted, and the nature of the crimes committed requires that
there be a special military judiciary characterized by special rules and
procedures to try these groups and the crimes attributed to them. However,
the biggest concern revolves around the reflection of this specificity on the
methods of reviewing the rulings issued by the military judiciary in light of
what arises of questioning and doubting the efficacy of reviewing the
provisions of this judiciary in light of the absence of the right to litigation at
two levels, a constitutional principle stipulated and enshrined in
contemporary constitutions and laws.

Based on this, the research problem was raised through the following main
question:

To what extent were the methods of reviewing the rulings of the military
judiciary in Syria able to provide and guarantee the rights of the parties to the
conflict®

Moreover, to clarify the specificity of the review methods that govern the
military judiciary, and to find out the weaknesses and strengths in this
system. This research was divided into two chapters, the first chapter dealt
with the methods of regular review of judgments issued by the military
judiciary, and in the second chapter, it was addressed to the unusual methods
of reviewing judgments issued by the military judiciary. Through the study
and research of the review methods that exist in the Syrian military judiciary
in comparison with the legal systems in question (Egypt, Algeria, Lebanon),
it became clear to us that the normal review methods for the rulings of the
Syrian military judiciary are limited only to objection without appeal, and this
is an explicit violation of the principle of litigation over Two degrees. As for
the personal right, it became clear to us that the Syrian military judiciary
cannot grant civil compensation, and from this point of view was one of the
most important proposals, the need for the Syrian legislator to approve the
appeal by way of appeal to the Syrian military justice system, in line with the
principle of litigation at two levels, As well as looking into the personal rights
of litigants and ruling for civil compensation, in an attempt to avoid legal and
judicial loopholes in the Syrian military justice system.
