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Abstract
This paper highlights the challenges facing the occupied holy Jerusalem due to the policy of judaizing the city, erasing its historical and religious identity, displacing its Arab inhabitants, and undermining the physical and spiritual existence of the Arabs and Muslims there. 

The study also aims at assessing the role of Arabic press in the conflict by analyzing a sample of seven newspapers namely: "Al Etihad" Newspaper in the UAE, "Al Nnahar" in Lebanon, "Al Ahram" in Cairo, "Addustour" in Jordan, "Al Rayah" in Qater, "Alwehda" in Yaman and "Okadh" in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. It took me half a year (from January 1, 2006 to June 30, 2006) to conduct this study. At the end, I concluded the following research hypotheses: 

1. The paper found out that "Addustour" surpassed other newspapers in covering Jerusalem news. It also showed how press news, reports, essays and speeches viewed the Jerusalem crisis in accordance with the editorial policy for each newspaper. 

2. The paper revealed that 44.44% of the press reports were written by local editors of newspapers and news agencies, 31.17% by editors in Arab news agencies and newspapers, and 24.38% by editors in foreign news agencies and newspapers. 

3. "Addustour" excelled other newspapers in the pictures, cartoons and maps which have rung the alarm bell of the Israeli occupation and its future sequences. However, the other newspapers occasionally publish photographs for Al Aqsa Mosque and the Dome of Rock. 

4. The paper disclosed that Judaization of Jerusalem and its religious position has been given the priority by Arab newspapers. 

5. The sample of Arab newspapers complies with the political speech of regimes at home countries. 

Consequently, the study proposed the following recommendations: 

1. Stressing the significance of having permanent press reporters for Arab newspapers in Jerusalem to introduce the Arab public to the latest developments in Jerusalem. 

2. Conducting analytical studies of all Arab newspapers whether in the Arab world or in foreign countries to assess their coverage for the Jerusalem issue.   
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
