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The Technical and Linguistic Structure of Investigative Content in Syrian

Electronic Newspapers
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Abstract in English

This study aims to uncover the technical and linguistic structures of investigative content published
on Syrian electronic newspaper websites (Tishreen, Al-Thawra, Al-Baath, Al-Watan) from
1/1/2022 to 30/4/2022. It focuses on examining editorial templates, types of headlines,
introductions, and conclusions used in editing investigative materials. The study also explores the
types of words, verbs, sentence structures, their lengths, complexity levels, and paragraph
construction. Additionally, it identifies persuasive techniques employed in these materials.

The research falls under descriptive studies, utilizing a survey methodology and employing content
analysis tool by adopting a comprehensive inventory approach for investigative materials during
the study period.

The study yielded several notable results, including the prominence of investigative materials in
investigative reports away from news and investigative discussions. Traditional templates
dominated the writing of investigative reports in general. Summarized and descriptive headlines,
as well as a narrative introduction style, prevailed in formulating investigative content. Most
investigative reports lacked a conclusion. Compound and lengthy sentences, past tense verbs over
present tense and active verbs over passive ones were prevalent in editing the content .
